During the evening, you will have the chance to meet with someone from the English or Maths 
teacher, who will be able to provide you with an update on their current performance and offer 
guidance on how to help them improve. In addition, pupils who are on Free School Meals or have 
been in the past 6 years will receive a free calculator for attending. 
 
As you may be aware, our Year 11 mock exams are scheduled to take place after the October half-
term break. This evening will provide a valuable opportunity for you to gain insight into your 
child's strengths and areas for development before these exams.
